Installation Instructions: 
Removal 

1. Place cloth or cover over primary prevent damage 
2. Remove mounting fastener (3) and nut (1). Discard 
3. Remove mounting fastener (2) and nut (1). Discard 
4. Remove shift linkage 

 
Installation 

1. Install new shift linkage (5), mounting fastener(2) and nut (1). DO NOT TIGHTEN 
2. Install mounting fastener (3) and nut (1). DO NOT TIGHTEN 
3. Check shift levers to foot clearance. 
4. Adjust if necessary.  
5. Torque hiem joint nut to 16-20lbs. ft 
6. Torque mounting fasteners( 2, 3) to 13-17 lbs. ft
